4., OLD BUSINESS — CHAPTER 18, ARTICLE Il (Nuisance, Litter, Weed, Plant and
Right of Way Control)

Police Chief Al Schettino, Police Captain Dave Baer, and Community Service Officer
(CSO) John Sellers provided information about the various types of code complaints
received, as well as violations detected by CSO’s, and the current method of
enforcement. Violations include excessive growth of grasses and weeds, landscape
obstructions, noxious/invasive plant species, public nuisances such as sidewalk
maintenance/debris/litter, and others. They reported that even though there has been
an increase in the number of complaints received, CSO’s are trying to be more
responsive. Chief Schettino remarked that code enforcement requires a great deal of
follow-up, and that training of CSO’s is a problem based on the intensity of the training
required and the maximum hours CSO’s are permitted to work in their part-time status.

Discussion included the following suggestions for achieving compliance:

e Approaching code enforcement in a more proactive manner by addressing issues
that may become code enforcement cases or complaints before they escalate.

e Getting educational material out to the community about what the ordinances
and code requirements and standards are, so as to prevent violations from
occurring or reoccurring.

e Group meetings with staff, community, landscapers, etc.
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Mr. McChesney distributed information from the City of Naples defining their code
regulations. It was suggested that regulations for Marco Island should contain less
legal ambiguity. City Clerk Laura Litzan stated that she will contact the attorney for the
City of Naples to obtain more information and report her findings at the next meeting.

Ms. Litzan noted that over the last year approximately 189 invoices for code violations

were mailed to Marco Island property owners, and that no record is kept of the number
of certified letters sent for final notices of code compliance fees due, or those returned as

undeliverable.

Discussion will continue at the next meeting.
